TBM4S, TBMS, TBMSS, TBM6, TBM6H, TBM6ES, TBM6ORS, TBM8, TBMS8S, and TBM50S install Cat-
alog Nos. 54705 through 54750 and require only one compression within each crimp area (TBM6D-1 die
kit required when using TBM6 and TBM6S). TBM55RS Rachet Tool installs 54720 through 54750 and
requires only one compression within each crimp area.
