Description

Every standby generator requires a battery to start the system. Generac offers the recommended battery for use
with Air-Cooled Standby Generators.

The battery heater wraps around the battery. Recommended for use if temperature regularly falls below 32 °F
(0°C).

Qil heater slips directly over the oil filter. Recommended for use if temperature regularly falls below 32 °F (0 °C).

Breather heater is for use in extreme cold weather applications where heavy icing occurs. Recommended for use
if the temperature regularly falls below 0 °F (-18 °C).

The auxiliary transfer switch contact kit allows the transfer switch to lock out a single large electrical load that
may not be needed. Not compatible with 50 amp pre-wired switches.

If the generator enclosure is scratched or damaged, it is important to touch-up the paint to protect from future
corrosion. The touch-up paint kit includes the necessary paint to correctly maintain or touch-up a generator
enclosure.

Generac's scheduled maintenance kit provides all the items necessary to perform complete routine maintenance
on an air-cooled standby generator (oil not included).

The LTE enabled LP tank fuel level monitor provides constant monitoring of the connected LP fuel tank.
Monitoring the LP tank's fuel level is an important step in verifying the generator is ready to run during an
unexpected power failure. Status alerts are available through a free application to notify users when the LP tank is
in need of a refill.

Generac Load Managers (LMs) are used to optimize the performance of a standby generator. They manage large
electrical loads upon startup, and shed them to aid in recovery when overloaded. In many cases, using LMs can
reduce the overall size and cost of the system.
